Funding Requirements

v

® Address unmet need through expanding
services

® New school-based service sites must be open
and operational within 120 days of award

® Number of patients served at school-based
service sites must increase over the 2-year
period

Funding may not support services provided by
other organizations (e.g., schools)

Funding may not be used to expand services
that are not at school-based service delivery
sites

30-day conditions and/or inactive H80




Eligibility

v Existing H80 Health Center Program award recipient
v Application must:
v Apply for $200,000 annually, or less

v’ Propose to expand services in:
O One or more current school-based service sites (in scope on Form 5B: Service Sites) and/or

0 One or more newly proposed school-based service sites (in application on Form 5B)

v’ Include the Project Narrative and a letter of support from each school and/or school
district where service expansion is proposed

v’ Be submitted by the Grants.gov and EHBs deadlines
